Actual face 
amounts will be based on the underwriting of 
the insured life.

How It Works

The life insurance 
policies will be issued 
to the members of this 
group based upon what 
a premium of $500 
will purchase at their 
current age and health.  
These premiums will be 
payable over a 12-year 
period.  After 12 years, 
the policies will be paid-
up, meaning no future 
premiums will be due, 
but the policies will con-
tinue until the insured�s 
death.  These policies 
may also be purchased 
for a spouse, child, 
or even a grandchild. 
Upon the death of the 
member, the Foundation 
will receive the proceeds 
to support the future of 
our organization.
