Purpose:  Train pharmacists, pharmacy interns and pharmacy students to conduct brief interventions with tobacco users; 2)  Implement a tobacco cessation program within various communities and 3)  Serve populations experience disparities: rural populations.
Objectives:  Following completion of this program, participants will understand:  
1)  Clinical information – a)  Population trends, b)  Health-related consequences of tobacco use, c)  Pharmacologic effects of nicotine and principles of nicotine addiction, d)  Drug interactions associated with tobacco smoking, e)  Consequences of tobacco cessation, f)  National Cancer Institute’s 2 “A”s (ask, advise, assess, assist, arrange) when counseling patients for tobacco cessation, g)  Assess a tobacco user’s readiness to quit smoking, h)  Assist patients with tobacco cessation using individually tailored interventions, i)  Select appropriate tobacco cessation aids, based on patient-specific factors and j)  Counsel patients on proper use of tobacco cessation aids; 
2)  Record Requirements – a) Patient information & education materials, b)  Informed consent, c)  Patient privacy, d)  Prescription requirements, e)  Legal issues and f)  Board of Pharmacy requirements for prescribing and maintenance of records; 
3)  Appropriate use and compliance with the Tobacco Cessation Protocol as approved by the New Mexico Board of Pharmacy, the New Mexico Board of Medical Examiners and the New Mexico Board of Nursing.
